The fishing tournament is organized by KIDFISH, an outreach program designed to educate and provide 

hands-on fishing experience for children. The pond will be freshly stocked prior to the event. Fishing 

equipment will be provided on a first-come, first-serve basis to those who need them, but participants 

may bring their own fishing equipment. 

Trophies will be awarded to first and second place winners in each age group. 

No preregistration is required. Fishing tournament participants and their legal guardians must complete, 

sign and turn in a registration form at the event site.
