(NFIRS) to the new system National Emergency Response Information System (NERIS). NERIS
modernizes emergency incident data reporting, enhancing security and using plain language to document
incident types, on-scene actions, and precise timestamps. It provides a comprehensive view of emergency

response, capturing critical post-arrival activities, mutual or automatic aid, and detailed multi-hazard
reporting.
